
COMMON COUNCIL 

 

Regular Meeting                                                                                                          June 17, 2013 

 

The regular meeting of the Common Council of the City of Shelbyville, Indiana, was held in the 

Common Council Chambers of City Hall on Monday, June 17, 2013, at 7:06 P.M. Councilman 

Hamilton opened with the Pledge of Allegiance, and Councilman Brown followed with a prayer. 

Councilmen Asher and Nolley were absent, and Mayor DeBaun presided. 

 

Councilman Hamilton moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting, June 3, 2013, and 

Councilman Brown seconded.  There was no public comment.  The motion was carried on a 5-0 

voice vote. 

 

Under old business, no one from Freudenburg-NOK appeared for their Compliance hearing.  

Councilman Hamilton requested that someone appear before taking any action, and Councilman 

Carmony seconded. 

 

Jeff Ryan, with Real America Developments, represented Hendricks Pointe Apartments, LP in 

their Compliance with Statement of Benefits hearing.  He said they were around 4 to 6 weeks 

behind schedule, but they expect to be finished by the end of July with construction.  He said 

they have a little over 20 of the 37 apartments leased so far.  Councilman Fero moved to approve 

their Compliance form, and Councilman Hamilton seconded.  Councilman Phares asked if he 

knew if anyone was doing anything about the burnt building across the street.  Mayor DeBaun 

said that issue comes before the Board of Works tomorrow.  The motion was approved on a 5-0 

voice vote.  Councilman Phares said to all the businesses present that if there’s anything the City 

can do to help any business out, please let them know.  Jeff said things at Hendricks Pointe have 

gone very well, and there have not been any issues the workers have had since they started.  

Councilman Hamilton wanted all companies present to list on their CF-1 Compliance forms what 

taxes they have paid, because he feels it’s useful to the Councilmen and the public.  

 

Attorney Lee McNeely and Steve Brown, from Knauf, represented Knauf Insulation GmbH in 

their Compliance with Statement of Benefits hearing.  Mr. McNeely talked about each of the 

Compliance forms filed, and how they’ve done since their filings.  He said one of their 

Compliance forms for 2011 has not been filed yet, but it will be turned in.  Councilman Fero 

moved to approve the Compliance forms filed so far for Knauf, and Councilman Carmony 

seconded.  The motion was carried on a 5-0 voice vote. 

 

No one from Pilkington North America, Inc. appeared for their Compliance with Statement of 

Benefits hearing.  Councilman Hamilton moved to request them to appear at the July 1 Council 

meeting, and Councilman Brown seconded.  The motion was approved to have Pilkington appear 

at the July 1 meeting on a 5-0 voice vote. 

 

Rick Martin, from Plastic Moldings, appeared for the company’s Compliance with Statement of 

Benefits hearing.  Rick said the company has two types of business, one for medical and the 

other for automotive.  While the medical side is slowly taking off, the automotive side, he said, is 

looking up.  Councilman Fero moved to approve, and Councilman Brown seconded.  The motion 

was carried to approve the Compliance forms for Plastic Moldings on a 5-0 voice vote. 

 

Attorney Steve Schrumpf represented Ryobi Die Casting (USA) Inc. for their Compliance with 

Statement of Benefits hearing.  Steve said Ryobi has had a wonderful year, being the largest 

employer in Shelbyville at 904 employees, and the company has exceeded everyone’s wildest 

expectations as far as their growth.  He said the company will pay approximately $1.4 million in 

property taxes this year, and their taxes have been increasing at the rate of 5 to 6% per year.  

Their payroll currently is $7,500,000.00, which is an increase of $1,200,000.00 from last year.  

Councilman Brown moved to approve the Compliance forms for Ryobi Die Casting, and 

Councilman Hamilton seconded.  The motion was carried on a 5-0 voice vote. 

 

Attorney Steve Schrumpf also represented Sankyo Seiki (America) Inc. for their Compliance 

with Statement of Benefit hearing.  He said the company currently has 65 employees.  

Councilman Fero moved to approve the Compliance form to Sankyo Seiki, and Councilman 

Brown seconded.  The motion was carried on a 5-0 voice vote. 

 



Attorney Lee McNeely represented SMR Ventures, LLC for their Compliance with Statement of 

Benefit hearing.  He said SMR is the owner of the building for his and other offices in Intelliplex 

Park, and when the original Resolution was done for tax abatement, 41 people were anticipated.  

There are now 55, with at least 5 more being hired before the end of next month.  He said every 

square foot of the building is occupied and leased to somebody.  Councilman Fero moved to 

approve the Compliance form for SMR Ventures, and Councilman Brown seconded.  The 

motion was carried on a 5-0 voice vote. 

 

Attorney Lee McNeely also represented Ten Cate Enbi, Inc. for their Compliance with Statement 

of Benefits hearing.  Because the Council has approved prior tax abatement requests, Lee said 

that has allowed the company to keep its employees, and they’ve been able to transition well 

over the last ten years in keeping up with new technology.  Councilman Brown moved to 

approve the Compliance forms for Ten Cate Enbi, Inc., and Councilman Carmony seconded.  

The motion was carried on a 5-0 voice vote.  

 

Neal Judy represented Triumph Group Operations (Triumph Control LLC) for their Compliance 

with Statement of Benefits hearing.  Neal said the business is steady and growing, but not at a 

fast pace.  Councilman Hamilton asked if he might be able to tour the building, and Neal said 

he’d like to show it off.  Councilman Brown moved to approve the Compliance forms for 

Triumph Group Operations, and Councilman Hamilton seconded.  The motion was carried on a 

5-0 voice vote. 

 

No one appeared from Williams Industries, Inc. for their Compliance with Statement of Benefits 

hearing.  Councilman Hamilton moved to have someone appear at the July 1 Council meeting, 

and Councilman Carmony seconded.  The motion was carried to have a Williams Industries 

representative appear at the July 1 meeting on a 5-0 voice vote. 

 

On Ordinance No. 13-2714, to annex 3 acres at 1914 Amos Road as an R-1 classification, 

Councilman Carmony moved to approve the request on second and final reading, and 

Councilman Hamilton seconded.  Attorney Bob Thopy represented Linda Swazay, who said she 

had to work and couldn’t be present, but she wanted to have access to the City sewer.  

Councilman Carmony moved to approve the request to have the property annexed, and 

Councilman Hamilton seconded.  The motion was carried on a 5-0 voice vote. 

 

Under new business, on Resolution No. 2013-17, using Racino funds to construct a new Animal 

Shelter, Councilman Brown moved to approve the request, and Councilman Carmony seconded.  

Under discussion, Mayor DeBaun said the Council is considering spending up to $650,000.00 

not only for the construction of the Animal Shelter, but also the demolition of the existing 

building, the site development work, and paving associated with the new structure.  The County 

will reimburse the City up to 50% of the expenses.  Councilman Brown noted that this is not 

coming from taxpayer money, and Councilman Hamilton said this is an excellent use of Racino 

funds, saying the new Animal Shelter has been needed for a long time.  The motion was carried 

on a 5-0 voice vote. 

 

On Resolution No. 2013-18, a transfer of funds totaling $1,500.00 was requested to be approved 

in the Motor Vehicle Highway fund.  Councilman Hamilton moved to approve the transfer 

request, and Councilman Brown seconded.  The motion was carried on a 5-0 voice vote. 

 

On Resolution No. 2013-19, a temporary loan of $127,000.00 was requested to be made from the 

EDIT Fund into the Park Bond No. 3 Fund account, number 208.  Councilman Hamilton moved 

to approve the temporary loan, and Councilman Carmony seconded.  Clerk-Treasurer Zerr said 

there was a transfer made late in 2012 that caused a shortage in this year’s ability to pay 2013’s 

Park Bond payments.  He said the temporary loan was to be paid back to EDIT by June 30, 2014.  

There being no further discussion, the motion was carried on a 5-0 voice vote. 

 

On Ordinance No. 13-2718, to re-establish the Cum. Cap. Development Fund rate at .05 cents, 

Councilman Fero moved to approve the request and Councilman Phares seconded.  Under 

discussion, Councilman Hamilton felt there were other options, and raising taxes wasn’t a way to 

do it; only as a last resort.  He said he wasn’t going to vote for this.  On a voice vote call, there 

were 3 ayes, and 2 nays, with Councilmen Hamilton and Carmony voting nay.  Because four 

votes are required to pass anything, the Ordinance was defeated. 

 



On Ordinance No. 13-2719, amending Chapter 93 of the City Code of Ordinances addressing 

weeds, Councilman Hamilton voted to approve this request on first reading, and Councilman 

Carmony seconded.  Under discussion, Plan Commission Director Dann Bird said currently a 

letter is sent to individuals that they need to mow their lawn.  They have 10 days to respond, but 

if they don’t, a registered letter with return address is sent, costing $5.85.  The new law starting 

July 1 only requires a first class letter of .47 cents to be mailed a second time.  Dann said a 

yellow tag would also be posted at the home notifying the individuals that the lawn needs to be 

mowed.  The motion was carried on first reading by a 5-0 voice vote. 

 

Councilman Hamilton said he received his water bill for this month, and it said the new look has 

been improved.  Although he knew the charges would be assessed to homeowners after the City 

no longer pays monthly fire hydrant charges, he said the Indiana American Water Company 

justified the hike by saying it was for hydrant maintenance, hydrant fee, hydrant infrastructure.  

He said it’s actually for public fire protection charge, so they’ve changed the justification on that. 

 

Under reports from Committees, Boards, and Commissions, Mayor DeBaun said the City, 

County, and Fair Board continue to meet on the Grandstand issue.  He said he hopes there will be 

good public information in the next few weeks. 

 

There being no further business, Councilman Hamilton moved to adjourn. 
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
